To qualify for consideration for the honors program students must apply for admission to Cedarville 
University, submit a Leadership Scholarship application and recommendation, and earn a score of at 
least a 29 on the ACT or a combined math and critical reading score (single test date) of 1270 on the SAT. 
Applicants must also turn in this application and a writing sample by March 1.

Instructions
Complete a Cedarville University Leadership Scholarship application and recommendation by 
January 15 for priority decision and no later than March 15 for final decision. Online application and 
recommendation forms are available at www.cedarville.edu/leadershipscholarships.

Submit a thesis-driven writing sample by March 1 according to the requirements stated on the other 
side of this form.

Submit the writing sample electronically: send a PDF, Word©, or WordPerfect© document 			 
to honors@cedarville.edu.
Submit the writing sample by mail: enclose it, along with this completed application form (see #3 
below), in the courtesy envelope provided.

Provide the requested information on the back of this form, and return it by March 1 in the courtesy 
envelope provided, by e-mail, or by faxing it to 937-766-7575.
