Helpful mySQL Commands
All commands below are issued from the interactive mySQL command environment.  To access this environment, supply type “mysql” at the linux command prompt (on john).

· SHOW DATABASES;  -- Lists the available databases.  You are likely to have permission only on the “test” database.

· USE database_name  -- Allows you to begin to use this database.  From interactive SQL, this will be the first command you issue.

· EXIT – Exit from mySQL interpreter.

· SHOW TABLES;  -- Lists the tables available in the database.

· SHOW COLUMNS FROM table_name;  -- Lists the field names, types, etc. which make up the indicated table.  Use this command from within your Java application to get the field names to display.

· CREATE TABLE table_name (field_specifications); -- Creates a table in the current database.  See the examples in the mySQL reference manual or your CS3610 textbook for more detail.
· SELECT field_names FROM table_name WHERE qualification; – Retrieves records from the speficied table which match the qualification criteria.

· INSERT INTO table_name VALUES value_list; -- Inserts records into the specified table.

· UPDATE table_name SET update_expr WHERE qualification; -- Updates the records which match the qualification criteria.

· DELETE FROM table_name WHERE qualification; -- Deletes the records which match the qualification criteria.
