Poster Presentation
Purpose:  Frequently, computer science professionals are called upon to formally present their work to interested parties:  colleagues and peers, supervisors, customers, or investors.  Your poster also gives you the opportunity to share the results of your work at convocation with your friends and family.

Requirements:  The poster board and two-sided tape will be provided for you.  From these materials (and whatever printed material you may develop), design and construct a poster communicating the general objectives and results of your project.  A good presentation will convey all of the pertinent information in an orderly, neat and (sometimes) eye-catching fashion in a manner suitable to the audience (in our case mostly parents and friends).  Please refrain from overuse of color, graphics, etc.  The presentation should be professional, not gaudy.

Due:  The poster must be complete by Thursday, April 30th at noon (earlier is preferred as this is a hard deadline).  Please submit your poster to one of the Engineering and Computer Science Department’s administrative assistants in ENS 180.
